Information about marriage of a Czech citizen with a foreigner
/or as the case may be two foreigners together/

Should a foreigner get married in the Czech Republic he or she is obliged to submit together with a questionnaire about the marriage according to generally binding legal rules of the Czech Republic the following documents: 

1. Document proving the identity– travelling document, 
2. Certificate of Birth, stating the name (s), surname, date of birth, place of birth, data about parents. Should the data about parents (name(s), surname or as the case may be the maiden name, date and place of birth) be missing it is necessary to state them in a declaration.
3. Certificate about the marital status and permanent residence, issued by a relevant authority of the home country.
4. Certificate of Citizenship, issued by a relevant authority (it is not necessary to submit the documents ad 3 and 4 if the required data are stated on the document  ad 5)

5. Certificate of No Impediment, i.e. a certificate stating that pursuant to the legal rules of the home country of the fiancé or fiancée there is no impediment which should oppose the marriage. The matter is concurrently that the marriage solemnized in the Czech Republic should be recognized as a legal marriage in the home country of the fiancé or fiancée. This certificate should also state: the name (s), surname, date and place of birth, data about the permanent residence, citizenship, marital status, and identification data of the fiancé or fiancée whom he or she is going to get married. The certificate must not be older than 6 months by the marriage date.     
6. The Final Judgment of Divorce, should the foreigner intending to get married be divorced.
7. Certificate of Death of the dead spouse in case a widowed foreigner. (It is not necessary to submit this document if this fact is already stated in the Certificate of No Impediment).
8. Certificate of the residence in the territory of the Czech Republic, issued by the Police of the Czech Republic, department of Foreign Police, which must not be older than 7 working days by the marriage date (excluding the citizens of the EU).
All documents issued abroad by court bodies, administration bodies, senior court officials or pubic notaries, documents issued  by diplomatic or consular representatives must be provided with required verifications (APOSTILLE, SUPERLEGALISATION) in compliance with international agreements about the legal assistance between the Czech Republic and the relevant country.
Each document must be separately translated by a court interpreter into the Czech language, the original (or as the case may be the verified copy), must be sewn together with the original and provided with an interpreting clause. The Certificate of No Impediment must be always submitted as an original. It is not allowed to translate all the translated documents together, sew them with the translations together and provide them with only one interpreting clause. Please, remind your translator of this fact. Should the fiancé or fiancée – foreigner - does not speak or understand Czech the attendance of a court interpreter is necessary at the declaration about marriage.

The completed questionnaire about marriage together with the required documents is to be submitted to the Registry no later than 30 days   before the marriage date.
Notice:  We would like to point out that it is not allowed to spread any flower petals, confects or any other decorations in the ceremony hall as well as outside the hall. 
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
